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l. Introduction

Nantucket Planning and Economic Development Commission (NP&EDC)

The Nantucket Planning and Economic Development Commission serves as one of the Commonwealth of
Massachusetts' thirteen Regional Planning Agencies. Ten of these agencies are federally designated
Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPQO). Federal regulations require that an MPO be formed in
urbanizes areas with a population of 50,000 or more. While the Nantucket region (as well as the Martha's
Vineyard and Franklin regions) do not meet these criteria, the Massachusetts Department of Transportation
(MassDOT) provides planning funds for transportation planning in these regions, essentially treating them
as MPOs.

The Nantucket MPO consists of a Committee of Signatories including MassDOT and the Nantucket
Planning and Economic Development Commission. For the purpose of this document, the Committee of
Signatories will be referred to as the Nantucket MPO.

In its role as an MPO member the Nantucket Planning and Economic Development Commission follows
federal transportation planning regulations, including the participation of citizen advisory groups in
transportation planning activities.

Transportation Improvement Program (TIP)

The Nantucket Regional Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) for the federal fiscal years of FFY
2012 - 2015 is a federally mandated transportation planning document, prepared by the Nantucket Planning
and Economic Development Commission (NP&EDC) with assistance from MassDOT and the Federal
Highway Department.

The regional TIP is submitted to the State for inclusion in the State Transportation Improvement Program
(STIP). The STIP is a prioritized listing of those programmed highway, bridge, intermodal and transit
projects expected to be undertaken by the Commonwealth during the above referenced 4-year time frame.
The STIP is a compilation of those projects found in the thirteen regional Transportation Improvement
Programs (TIPs). All projects found herein come from a conforming Nantucket Regional Transportation
Plan.

If a project is to be funded with federal monies it must be listed in the TIP, and within the proper funding
category. The TIP must be endorsed by a majority of the members of the Metropolitan Planning
Organization (MPO) within each region before any of these projects can proceed to construction. The total
cost for these projects must realistically reflect the amount of federal and state monies expected to be
available during those years; thus unlike earlier STIPs, this document cannot program projects, the total
dollar amount for which go beyond the anticipated funding levels. This document programs projects to a
total dollar amount that is consistent with the anticipated funding levels.

In addition the regional TIPs and the State TIP include projects funded entirely with state monies, i.e.,
“NFA” projects, or non-federal aid—a recognition by the Commonwealth of their importance to the
transportation system of the state, and to the municipalities in which these projects are located.

The TIP was developed in accordance with 23 CFR 450.316 (3) (b), and using the NP&EDC endorsed
Public Participation Plan to ensure coordination with other agencies that would be affected by
transportation improvement decision making.

SAFETEA-LU

On August 10, 2005, President Bush signed into law the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient
Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU). With guaranteed funding for
highways, highway safety, and public transportation totaling $244.1 billion, SAFETEA-LU represents the
largest surface transportation investment in our Nation's history. The two landmark bills that brought
surface transportation into the 21% century—the Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act of 1991
(ISTEA) and the Transportation Equity Act for the 21 Century (TEA-21)—shaped the highway program
to meet the Nation's changing transportation needs. SAFETEA-LU builds on this firm foundation,
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supplying the funds and refining the programmatic framework for investments needed to maintain and
grow our vital transportation infrastructure.

SAFETEA-LU addresses the many challenges facing our transportation system today — challenges such as
improving safety, reducing traffic congestion, improving efficiency in freight movement, increasing
intermodal connectivity, and protecting the environment — as well as laying the groundwork for addressing
future challenges. SAFETEA-LU promotes more efficient and effective Federal surface transportation
programs by focusing on transportation issues of national significance, while giving State and local
transportation decision makers more flexibility for solving transportation problems in their communities.

SAFETEA-LU continues a strong fundamental core formula program emphasis coupled with targeted
investment, featuring: Safety, Equity, Innovative finance, Congestion Relief, Mobility & Productivity,
Efficiency, and Environmental Streamlining.

GreenDOT

In June 2010, MassDOT issued a sustainability initiative known as GreenDOT intended to promote
sustainable economic development, protect the natural environment, and enhance the quality of life for all
of the Commonwealth’s residents and visitors. This will enable MassDOT to use resources in a manner that
serves its existing customers while preserving our resources for future generations. The specific goals of
the initiative are as follows:

e Reduce greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions
e Promote the healthy transportation modes of walking, bicycling, and public transit
e  Support smart growth development

This TIP includes bike path and transit projects that achieve similar goals as described in the GreenDOT
initiative, such as significant investment in the Cliff Road and Hummock Pond Road Bike Path, as well as
provision of island wide public transportation.

Project Selection Process

Projects included in this TIP are listed in the 2007 Regional Transportation Plan (RTP), as is required.
Following an evaluation of all projects listed in the RTP using NP&EDC approved criteria, projects were
prioritized based on both their status in the design process and their degree of condition, mobility (or
congestion), safety, and sustainability improvements (consisting of factors such as environmental and
economic development benefits) to the existing transportation system. A description of this evaluation is
found in Appendix A, as well as in the Action Plan chapter of the RTP.

1. Discussion of Funding Categories

The projects programmed herein are funded within certain categories as defined below with monies
authorized from the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) or from the Federal Transit Administration
(FTA). The projects listed are both federal aid and non-federal aid. The federal aid categories are based on
the federal apportionments to the Commonwealth. Based upon the apportionments, the state then must
calculate which categories are available for the number of types of projects that need funding.

Federal Highway Administration

e Bridge - This category funds the rehabilitation or replacement of bridges in urban and local areas and
is based upon the structure’s adequacy, safety, serviceability, age and public usage. The system is
divided into two segments; those bridges, which are on the federal-aid system, and those that are not.
The funding split for this is 80% federal an 20% state.

e Congestion Mitigation/Air Quality (CMAQ) - Funds are programmed for transportation projects in
non-attainment areas as defined by the Clean Air Act for ozone and carbon monoxide. The intent is
that these projects must provide a measurable air quality benefit to the region, in recognition of the
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o Federal Aid - This category includes projects that have specialized or proprietary funding (e.g.
ferryboat discretionary monies), or, projects for which the specific federal category has not yet been
identified. It is important to note that funding responsibility vary among various federal aid programs.

e Interstate - This category finances projects such as the reconstruction of bridges, interchanges and
overpasses along existing interstate routes. It does not fund new travel lanes except those for high-
occupancy vehicles or auxiliary lanes. Resurfacing, restoration, and rehabilitation are eligible
activities for maintaining interstate facilities. Funding is 90% federal and 10% state.

e Surface Transportation Program (STP) - Projects eligible for this category are on roads classified
higher than local or rural minor collectors and may be expended for construction, reconstruction,
rehabilitation, resurfacing, restoration, operational, and safety improvements. In addition to federal-aid
roads, capital costs for transit projects are also eligible. Ten percent (10%) of STP funds must be used
on transportation enhancement, such as landscaping, historic preservation, and storm water mitigation
that are related to the transportation system. Another 10% is to be spent on safety projects. The
funding is also on an 80/20 split.

e National Highway System (NHS) - The National Highway System consists of roadways classified as
principal arterial, interstates, and connections to ports and intermodal facilities. The funding split here
is on an 80/20 basis.

e Demonstration - ISTEA legislation includes funding for special projects. Monies allocated here may
not be used for any other project.

e High Priority - TEA-21 legislation provides funds for high priority projects.

e Non-Federal Aid - These projects are funded without the use of federal aid, and they can come from a
variety of origins including state, local, and private investment / development.

Federal Transit Administration

e Section 5310 - Funds in this category are used to provide assistance for non-profit organizations that
provide transportation for the elderly or the disabled when such services are either unavailable or

insufficient.

e Section 5307 - Routine capital investments are funded with monies from this source including bus
purchase.

e Section 5309 - This category funds major capital investments, such as public transportation equipment
and facilities.

e Section 5311 - This federal transit program funds public transportation in non-urbanized areas.
e Mobility Assistance Program (MAP) - This state program funds capital improvement for
transportation service for the elderly and/or disabled.

Background

The Commonwealth of Massachusetts is classified as serious nonattainment for ozone, and is divided into
two nonattainment areas. The Eastern Massachusetts 0zone nonattainment area includes Barnstable,
Bristol, Dukes, Essex, Middlesex, Nantucket, Norfolk, Suffolk, and Worcester counties. Berkshire,
Franklin, Hampden, and Hampshire counties comprise the Western Massachusetts ozone nonattainment
area. With these classifications, the 1990 Clean Air Act Amendments (CAAA) required the
Commonwealth to reduce its emissions of volatile organic compounds (VOCs) and nitrogen oxides (NOXx),
the two major precursors to ozone formation to achieve attainment of the ozone standard.

In 2002, the cities of Lowell, Waltham, Worcester and Springfield were re-designated to attainment for
carbon monoxide with EPA-approved limited maintenance plans. In 1996, the communities of Boston,
Cambridge, Chelsea, Everett, Malden, Medford, Quincy, Revere, and Somerville were classified as
attainment for carbon monoxide (CO). Air quality conformity analysis must still be completed in these
communities, as they have a carbon monoxide maintenance plan approved into the State Implementation
Plan (SIP). The year 2010 carbon monoxide motor vehicle emission budget established for the Boston CO
attainment area with a maintenance plan is 228.33 tons of carbon monoxide per winter day.

The CAAA also required Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs) within nonattainment
areas to perform conformity determinations prior to the approval of their Regional Transportation Plans
(RTPs) and Transportation Improvement Programs (TIPs). Periodically, air quality analyses are conducted
on all the RTPs, the purposes of which are to evaluate the RTPs’ air quality impacts on the SIP.
Conformity determinations are then performed to ensure that all regionally significant projects are included
in the RTPs and the TIPs, and that they meet the air quality goals of the SIP. The Federal Highway
Administration (FHWA) — in consultation with the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA New England)
and the Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) — confirm and approve these
conformity determinations (more details and background of major conformity milestones in recent years
are provided in the Nantucket MPO 2012 Regional Transportation Plan).

Previously, the Massachusetts Department of Transportation found the emission levels from the
2007 Regional Transportation Plans — as well as from the more recent 2011-2014 TIPs —to be in
conformance with the SIP. Each MPO had certified (and continues to certify) that all activities outlined in
its RTP and its TIP:

o will not cause or contribute to any new violation of any standard in any area;

o will not increase the frequency or severity of any existing violation of any standard in any area; and,

o will not delay the timely attainment of any standard or any required interim emission reductions or
other milestones in any area.

Key elements of this FY 2012-2015 TIP related to air quality conformity are as follows:

e This TIP is financially constrained, and all projects in the TIP come from the conforming Nantucket
MPO 2012 Regional Transportation Plan.

e All regionally significant projects included in the TIP have been included in the air quality analysis for
the conforming Plan. These projects are of the same design and concept as presented in the RTP.

e Because projects in the TIP come from the conforming RTP, and all regionally significant RTP
projects for 2012 through 2015 (both Federal and Non-Federal Aid) are programmed in the TIP, the
same air quality analysis used for the RTP can be used for the TIP.

o Therefore, same set of analysis results are being used in both this TIP and the (Nantucket) MPO 2012
RTP for determinations of air quality conformity.

e Therefore, this TIP, in combination with the TIPs from the other MPOs in the nonattainment area,
demonstrates air quality conformity.

Timely Implementation of Transportation Control Measures

Transportation Control Measures (TCMs) have been required in the SIP in revisions submitted to EPA in
1979 and 1982. All SIP TCMs have been accomplished through construction or through implementation of
ongoing programs. All of the projects have been included in the Region's Transportation Plan (present of
past) as recommended projects or projects requiring further study.

DEP submitted to EPA its strategy of programs to show Reasonable Further Progress of a 15% reduction of
VOCs in 1996 and the further 9% reduction of NOx toward attainment of the National Ambient Air Quality
Standards (NAAQS) for ozone in 1999. Within that strategy there are no specific TCM projects. The
strategy does call for traffic flow improvements to reduce congestion and, therefore, improve air quality.
Other transportation-related projects that have been included in the SIP control strategy are listed below:

Enhanced Inspection and Maintenance Program
California Low Emission Vehicle Program
Reformulated Gasoline for On- and Off-Road Vehicles
Stage 11 Vapor Recovery at Gasoline Refueling Stations

Air Quality Conformity Analysis

On April 2, 2008, EPA found that the 2008 and 2009 motor vehicle emissions budgets (MVEBS)
in the January 31, 2008 Massachusetts 8-hour ozone State Implementation Plan revision were adequate for
transportation conformity purposes. The submittal included 2008 and 2009 MVEBs for the Boston-
Lawrence-Worcester (Eastern Massachusetts) and Springfield (Western Massachusetts) 8-hour ozone
nonattainment areas. Massachusetts submitted these budgets as part of the 8-hour ozone attainment
demonstration and reasonable further progress plan for both nonattainment areas, and as a result of EPA’s
adequacy finding, these budgets were required to be used for conformity determinations. EPA later
determined (in 2010) that only the most recent MVEBs - 2009 - be used for future conformity
determinations.

In 2010, air quality analyses were conducted on behalf of all the 2011-2014 Regional
Transportation Improvement Programs (TIPs), the purposes of which were to evaluate the TIPs’ air quality
impacts on the SIP. Conformity determinations were performed to ensure that all regionally significant
projects were included in the TIPs. The Massachusetts Department of Transportation found the emission
levels from the 2011-2014 TIPs to be in conformance with the SIP. On November 15, 2010, EPA
confirmed that both the Eastern and Western Massachusetts Non-Attainment areas collectively
demonstrated transportation conformity, with concurrence from Massachusetts DEP on 11/23/10. On
December 22, 2010, FHWA and FTA determined that the TIPs were in conformity with the Clean Air Act
and the EPA conformity regulations (40 CFR Part 51).

The conformity test is to show consistency with the emissions budgets set forth in the SIP. Additional
specific information regarding the analysis and modeling methods, latest planning assumptions, and
consultation procedures are all detailed in the Air Quality Conformity section of the Nantucket MPO 2012
RTP. The emissions from the following MPOs have been combined to show conformity with the SIP for
the Eastern Massachusetts Ozone Nonattainment Area:

Merrimack Valley MPO
Boston MPO

* These regions do not contain any official urbanized areas, but are considered to be MPQs for planning
purposes.

The milestone and analysis year transportation model networks are composed of projects proposed
in this 2012-2015 TIP. Projects in these networks consist of all in-place “regionally significant” projects
that can reasonably be expected to be completed by a given analysis/horizon year with consideration of
available funding commitments. This project group would include, but not be limited to, regionally
significant projects where at least one of the following steps has occurred within the past three years:

e  Comes from the first year of a previously conforming TIP,
e Completed the NEPA process, or
e  Currently under construction or are undergoing right-of-way acquisition

Using the latest planning assumptions, the Massachusetts Department of Transportation, Office of
Transportation Planning, in coordination with MPO staff, estimated the emissions for VOC and NOx for all
MPOs in Eastern Massachusetts through a combination of the statewide and Boston Region travel demand
models. The VOC mobile source emission budget for 2009 and beyond for the Eastern Massachusetts
Nonattainment Area has been set at 63.50 tons per summer day and the 2009 (and beyond) mobile source
budget for NOx is 174.96 tons per summer day. As shown in Tables 1 and 2, the results of the air quality
analysis demonstrate that the VOC and NOx emissions from all Action scenarios are less than the VOC and
NOx emissions budgets for the Eastern Massachusetts Nonattainment Area:

In summary, this TIP is derived from the conforming 2012 Regional Transportation Plan, and the
conformity determination analysis has been prepared in accordance with EPA’s final conformity
regulations. The air quality analyses outlined in this document demonstrate that the implementation of the
TIP satisfies the conformity criteria where applicable and is consistent with the air quality goals in the
Massachusetts SIP.

Specifically, the Nantucket MPO has found the emission levels from this FY 2012-2015 TIP — in
combination with the emission levels from the other MPOs in its nonattainment area — demonstrate
conformity with the SIP, the Clean Air Act, and the EPA conformity regulations (40 CFR part 51).

The CIiff Road Bike Path extension is recommended in the Regional Transportation Plan,
and the Updated Bicycle and Pedestrian Master Plan, and would extend the existing bike
path along Cliff Road closer to the Downtown Core District. The path extension would
be construction along the north side of Cliff Road from the existing bike path at the
intersection of Crooked Lane to the intersection of Sherburne Turnpike, which would link
to an existing bike route into the core district.

This one-half mile section of roadway is within a medium-density zoning district, abutted
at the westerly end by a low-density zoning district, and at the easterly end by a high-
density zoning district that leads into the downtown area. This medium-density
settlement pattern and the roadway characteristics leads to higher vehicle speeds outside
of the higher density downtown area, which has a negative effect on the comfort level of
the numerous bicyclists and pedestrian who utilize this roadway. A dedicated path for
bikes and pedestrians between the existing path and the denser downtown area would
improve safety and comfort of travel for all travel modes along this section of roadway.
