To see if the Town will vote to reauthorize a revolving fund for the Airport, to be
known as the Airport Aviation Fuel Revolving Fund, to which shall be credited fees and
other receipts received in connection with the sale of aviation fuel, which fund may be
expended for the purchase of aviation fuel, to be expended by the Airport Commission,
and further to establish a spending limit from the fund for Fiscal Year 2013, pursuant to
the provisions of Chapter 28 of the Acts of 2004 and Massachusetts General Law
Chapter 44, section 53E%%, or to take any other action related thereto.

aggregate limit of all revolving funds authorized under section 53E’- of said chapter 44.

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon its passage.

(represented by the Board of Selectmen) and Laborer’s union employees (represented
by the Massachusetts Laborer’s District Council Nantucket Public Employees’ Local
Union, the Laborer’s International Union of North America, Local 1060) in accordance
with Chapter 150E of the Massachusetts General Laws, and to amend the Town’s
classification and compensation plan accordingly to reflect such contract.

(a) to allow for greater flexibility and creativity in the design of residential
developments

(b) to encourage a more efficient form of development that consumes less
open land

(c) to reduce infrastructure and site disturbance through the creation of
compact development

(d) to encourage the permanent preservation of open space

(1) Requirements.
(a) The following requirements shall apply to Flex Development and Open
Space Residential Development:

[11 All plans shall conform to the requirements of MGL c. 41
§§81K through 81GG and the ‘Rules and Regulations
Governing the Subdivision of Land,”as may be amended by the
Planning Board from time to time.

[2] Building lots shall not be subject to the regularity formula in
§139-16D.

[3] Building lots shall be restricted from any further lot division
that results in additional building lots.

[4] To ensure that all common open space and common
facilities within the development will be properly maintained, a
Homeowners Association shall be established in the form of a
corporation, nonprofit organization, or trust. The Homeowners
Association legal documents shall be subject to approval by the
Planning Board and shall be filed at the Nantucket County
Registry of Deeds or the Registry District of the Land Court.

[5] The maximum number of building lots, excluding any
bonuses, shall not exceed the number which may otherwise
have been created on a conventional subdivision plan meeting

all dimensional and upland requirements of the Zoning Bylaw

(c) Conveyed to an established nonprofit organization, a
principal purpose of which is the conservation of open
land; or

(d) Subject to a permanent conservation restriction, as
provided in MGL c. 184 §§ 31 through 33, and owned in
common by a corporation or trust composed of the
owners of lots within the development.

[2] Open space shall be restricted to one or more of the
following uses, subject to approval of the Planning Board, in
accordance with MGL c. 184 §§ 31 and 32:

(a) Preservation of important natural features on a lot

(b) Passive recreation, including but not limited to, nature
study, boating, fishing, hunting, picnicking, and
horseback riding

(c) Active recreation

(d) Bicycle paths and walking trails

(e) Agriculture

(f) Structures accessory to the use of the open space which
may include, but is not limited to: boathouses, duck
walks, landings, barns, gazebos

(g) Water features consistent with the purposes described
above

(h) Individual underground septic systems or wells that
provide service to the lots within the development

[3] Subject to sections (3) and (4), a maximum of 50% of the
required open space may be located on noncontiguous parcels
of land in common ownership with the tract to be developed.
The Planning Board shall determine the development potential
of the noncontiguous parcel(s) and consider the open space
value subject to the following criteria:

(a) Preservation of scenic views or vistas.
(b) Common border to existing open space.
(c) Existence of a fragile ecological environment.

(d) Agricultural importance.

(e) Importance to the community for recreation, water supply,
cultural or historic municipal use.

(f) Importance to the community as determined by the
Planning Board.

(2) Bonus lots.

(a) Flex Developments and Open Space Residential Developments shall
be entitled to bonus lots, subject to the requirements below. Bonus lots
shall be based on the number of building lots which could have been
created through a conventional subdivision plan, as set forth in Section
139-8A(1)(a)(5). For all density calculations that result in a fractional
number, only fractions equal to or greater than 0.51 should be rounded
to the next highest whole number.

[11 A 10% increase in the number of building lots that could
have been created through the submission of a conventional
subdivision plan.

[2] A 10% increase if the open space remains open to the public
through a permanent access easement or conveyance to the
Town or County of Nantucket or the Nantucket Islands Land
Bank.

[3] A 1% increase for each 10% of the cluster lots restricted to a
single dwelling unit, provided that the restricted lots would
otherwise be permitted a second dwelling pursuant to Board of
Health regulations.

[4] The total increase in building lots shall not exceed 30% of
the number of building lots which could have been created
through a conventional subdivision plan.

(3) Flex Development
(a) Flex Development may be allowed in the Town Overlay District (TOD)
through the issuance of a special permit subject to the following:

[11 The Planning Board shall be the sole special permit granting
authority for relief pursuant to any provision of this chapter.

[2] Planning Board approval of a special permit shall not
substitute for approval of a definitive subdivision or Approval Not
Required (ANR) plan.

[3] Flex Development shall be permitted in the R-40, R-20, R-
10, R-5, and ROH districts only and shall conform to the
following dimensional requirements:

The name, address and contact information of all
applicants, property owners and agents representing the
applicant and/or owner.

Property lines and physical features, including roads, for
the project site;

Proposed changes to the landscape of the site, grading,
vegetation clearing and planting, exterior lighting,
screening vegetation or structures;

Blueprints or drawings of the solar photovoltaic
installation signed by a Professional Engineer licensed to
practice in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts showing
the proposed layout of the system and any potential
shading from nearby structures

One or three line electrical diagram detailing the solar
photovoltaic installation, associated components, and
electrical interconnection methods, with all National
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Electrical Code compliant disconnects and overcurrent
devices;

ix. Documentation of the major system components to be
used, including the PV panels, mounting system, and
inverter;

x. Name, address, and contact information for proposed
system installer;

xi. Name, address, phone nhumber and signature of the
project proponent, as well as all co-proponents or
property owners, if any;

xii. The name, contact information and signature of any
agents representing the project proponent;

b. Zoning district designation for the parcel(s) of land
comprising the project site (submission of a copy of a zoning
map with the parcel(s) identified is suitable for this purpose);

c. Proof of liability insurance; and
d. Description of financial surety that satisfies Section 3.12.3.

The Site Plan Review Authority may waive documentary requirements as it
deems appropriate.
C. Site Control
The project proponent shall submit documentation of actual or
prospective access and control of the project site sufficient to
allow for construction and operation of the proposed solar
photovoltaic installation.

D. Operation & Maintenance Plan
The project proponent shall submit a plan for the operation and
maintenance of the large- scale ground-mounted solar
photovoltaic installation, which shall include measures for
maintaining safe access to the installation, storm water controls,
as well as general procedures for operational maintenance of
the installation.

E. Utility Notification
No large- scale ground -mounted solar photovoltaic installation
shall be constructed until evidence has been given to the Site
Plan Review Authority that the utility company that operates the
electrical grid where the installation is to be located has been
informed of the solar photovoltaic installation owner or
operator’s intent to install an interconnected customer-owned
generator. Off-grid systems shall be exempt from this
requirement.

F. Dimension and Density Requirements
a. For large - scale ground-mounted solar photovoltaic installations,
front, side and rear setbacks shall be as follows:
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The following setback requirements shall apply:

i. Frontyard: The front yard depth shall be at least 10 feet;
provided, however, that where the lot abuts a Conservation-
Recreation or Residential district, the front yard shall not be less
than 50 feet.

ii. Side yard. Each side yard shall have a depth at least 15 feet;
provided, however, that where the lot abuts a Conservation-
Recreation or Residential district, the front yard shall not be less
than 50 feet.

iii. Rear yard. The rear yard depth shall be at least 25 feet;
provided, however, that where the lot abuts a Conservation-
Recreation or Residential district, the front yard shall not be less
than 50 feet.

iv. The Planning Board may, during minor site plan review, waive
the above setback requirements based on site specific
considerations.

G. Appurtenant Structures
All appurtenant structures to large- scale ground-mounted solar
photovoltaic installations shall be subject to reasonable
regulations concerning the bulk and height of structures, lot
area, setbacks, and open space, parking and building coverage
requirements. All such appurtenant structures, including but not
limited to, equipment shelters, storage facilities, transformers,
and substations, shall be architecturally compatible with each
other. Whenever reasonable, structures should be shaded from
view by vegetation and/or joined or clustered to avoid adverse
visual impacts.
H. Appurtenant Structures
|. Design Standards
a. Lighting
i. Lighting of solar photovoltaic installations shall be
consistent with local, state and federal law. Lighting of other
parts of the installation, such as appurtenant structures, shall
be limited to that required for safety and operational
purposes, and shall be reasonably shielded from abutting
properties. Where feasible, lighting of the solar photovoltaic
installation shall be directed downward and shall incorporate
full cut-off fixtures to reduce light pollution.
b. Signage
i. Signs on large- scale ground-mounted solar photovoltaic
installations shall comply with a municipality’s sign bylaw.
A sign consistent with a municipality’s sign bylaw shall be
required to identify the owner and provide a 24-hour

emergency contact phone number.
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ii. Solar photovoltaic installations shall not be used for
displaying any advertising except for reasonable
identification of the manufacturer or operator of the solar
photovoltaic installation.

c. Utility Connections

i.  Reasonable efforts, as determined by the Site Plan
Review Authority, shall be made to place all utility
connections from the solar photovoltaic installation
underground, depending on appropriate soil conditions,
shape, and topography of the site and any requirements
of the utility provider. Electrical transformers for utility
interconnections may be above ground if required by the
utility provider.

J. Safety and Environmental Standards
a. Emergency Services

i. The large-scale solar photovoltaic installation owner or
operator shall provide a copy of the project summary,
electrical schematic, and site plan to the local fire chief.
Upon request the owner or operator shall cooperate with
local emergency services in developing an emergency
response plan. All means of shutting down the solar
photovoltaic installation shall be clearly marked. The
owner or operator shall identify a responsible person for
public inquiries throughout the life of the installation.

b. Land Clearing, Soil Erosion and Habitat Impacts
i. Clearing of natural vegetation shall be limited to what is
necessary for the construction, operation and
maintenance of the large - scale ground-mounted solar
photovoltaic installation or otherwise prescribed by
applicable laws, regulations, and bylaws.

K. Monitoring and Maintenance
a. Solar Photovoltaic Installation Conditions - The large - scale
ground-mounted solar photovoltaic installation owner or
operator shall maintain the facility in good condition.
Maintenance shall include, but not be limited to, painting,
structural repairs, and integrity of security measures. Site
access shall be maintained to a level acceptable to the local Fire
Chief and Emergency Medical Services. The owner or operator
shall be responsible for the cost of maintaining the solar
photovoltaic installation and any access road(s), unless
accepted as a public way.
b. Modifications - All material modifications to a solar
photovoltaic installation made after issuance of the required
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building permit shall require approval by the Site Plan Review
Authority.

L. Removal Requirements
a. Any large- scale ground-mounted solar photovoltaic
installation which has reached the end of its useful life or has
been abandoned consistent with Section 3.12.2 of this bylaw
shall be removed. The owner or operator shall physically
remove the installation no more than 150 days after the date of
discontinued operations. The owner or operator shall notify the
Site Plan Review Authority by certified mail of the proposed date
of discontinued operations and plans for removal.
Decommissioning shall consist of:
(a.) Physical removal of all large- scale ground-mounted solar
photovoltaic installations, structures, equipment, security
barriers and transmission lines from the site.
(b.) Disposal of all solid and hazardous waste in accordance
with local, state, and federal waste disposal regulations.
(c.) Stabilization or re-vegetation of the site as necessary to
minimize erosion. The Site Plan Review Authority may allow the
owner or operator to leave landscaping or designated below-
grade foundations in order to minimize erosion and disruption to
vegetation.

If the owner or
operator of the large- scale ground-mounted solar photovoltaic
installation fails to remove the installation in accordance with the
requirements of this section within 150 days of abandonment or
the proposed date of decommissioning, the town may enter the
property and physically remove the installation.

AN ACT ESTABLISHING THE NANTUCKET MOSQUITO CONTROL PROJECT

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General Court assembled,
and by the authority of the same as follows:

Section 1.  Section 2 of chapter 169 of the acts of 1965 is hereby amended by striking
out the words “mosquito control commission” from the first sentence.

Section 2.  The area included in the county and town of Nantucket is hereby
constituted a mosquito control project under section five A of chapter two hundred and
fifty-two of the General Laws, to the same extent as if so constituted by the state
reclamation board acting under said section five A, and the improvements herein
authorized shall be undertaken under the identifying name of the Nantucket Mosquito
Control Project.

Section 3.  There shall be a commission as provided under said section five A of
chapter two hundred and fifty-two which shall consist of five members. The members
shall be appointed by the board of selectmen, subject to approval of the state
reclamation board. Of the members first appointed hereunder, one shall be appointed
for a term of one year, one for a term of two years, one for a term of three years, one for
a term of four years and one for a term of five years, and each shall serve until the
qualification of their respective successors. Upon the expiration of the term of any
member, his successor shall be appointed in like manner for a term of five years. The
commission shall elect its own chairman and clerk and shall keep accurate records of its
meetings.

Section 4.  Beginning with the fiscal year commencing July first, two thousand and
thirteen, to meet the expenses incurred under this act, there shall be annually expended
from the state treasury, subject to appropriation, sums equal in the aggregate to two
cents on each one thousand dollars of equalized valuation of the county and town of
Nantucket, as most recently reported by the tax commission to the general court under
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the provisions of section ten C of chapter fifty-eight of the General Laws; and the state
treasurer shall issue his warrant requiring the assessors of the county and town of
Nantucket to assess a tax to the amount of the sums so expended and such amounts
shall be collected and paid to the state treasurer as provided in section twenty of chapter
fifty-nine of the General Laws; provided, that the county and Town of Nantucket may in
any year anticipate in whole or in part its assessment, and appropriate, raise and
deposit the amount thereof with the state treasurer, and any sum so deposited shall be
credited against such assessment. There may also be expended for the purposes of
this act voluntary contributions for such purposes and deposited in the state treasury.
There may also be expended for the purposes of this act any appropriations made by
the town meeting of the town of Nantucket for mosquito control purposes.

Section 5.  The funds appropriated and deposited as aforesaid shall be expended by
the project for the investigation, construction and maintenance of mosquito control
works in the project in cooperation with the state reclamation board in accordance with
such known methods, including entry onto private land pursuant to section five B of
chapter two hundred and fifty-two of the General Laws, as in its opinion will effect the
greatest measure of relief.

To see if the Town will vote to re-authorize the Board of Selectmen to petition the
General Court to enact Special Legislation so as to carry out the vote taken under Article
68 of the April 6, 2010 Annual Town Meeting, as follows; provided the General Court
may make clerical or editorial changes of form only to the bill, unless the Board of
Selectmen approves amendments to the bill before enactment by the General Court.
The Board of Selectmen is hereby authorized to approve amendments which shall be
within the scope of the general public objectives of this petition, or take any other action
relative thereto:

An Act Regulating the Content and Application of Fertilizer Used in the Town of
Nantucket

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General Court assembled,
and by the authority of the same as follows:

Section 1. Findings

1.1. There is sound scientific evidence to conclude that nitrogen and phosphorus in
fertilizers are contaminants that negatively affect fresh and salt waters when present in
excessive amounts. These excessive amounts of nitrogen and phosphorus contribute
to undesirable algae and aquatic plant growth within all Nantucket water bodies. This
undesirable algae and aquatic plant growth has a adverse affect on public health
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through the degradation of waters used for drinking water, shellfishing, and recreational
swimming and boating.

Section 2. Purpose
2.1. It is necessary to control by regulation in the Town of Nantucket the use of fertilizer
that contains phosphorus and nitrogen so as to improve the water quality of the Town.

2.2. The soils of Nantucket are unique insofar as Nantucket has significant amounts of
coarse, sandy soils that are subject to rapid water infiltration, percolation and leaching of
nutrients, and such unique local conditions require that Nantucket retain localized
control over the amounts of nitrogen and phosphorus added to soils through the
application of fertilizers.

2.3. The Nantucket Board of Health has established a fertilizer regulation based on
Best Management Practices developed by a broad group of stakeholders representing
diverse interests that has been reviewed by soil and turf scientists and educators and
has been determined appropriate for the unique soils and climate of Nantucket.

2.4. This Act provides for a reduction of nitrogen and phosphorus going into Nantucket’s
waters and wetlands by means of an organized system of education, licensure, and
regulation of practice and should help Nantucket to achieve compliance with the Total
Maximum Daily Loads (TMDL) prescribed by the Commonwealth of Massachusetts for
nitrogen and phosphorus in its waters.

Section 3. Local Regulation by the Town of Nantucket

3.1. This Act shall apply to the content and application of fertilizer used in the Town of
Nantucket, notwithstanding any General or Special law to the contrary, including but not
limited to any General or Special law conferring exclusive authority upon the
Department of Agriculture to regulate and control the application of fertilizers elsewhere
in the Commonwealth.

3.2. The Town of Nantucket is hereby specially authorized to regulate the content and
application of fertilizer used in the Town of Nantucket either through a general bylaw

enacted by a majority vote of its Town Meeting and/or through a regulation adopted by
its Board of Health in accordance with the procedure set forth in Section 3.3 of this Act.

3.3. Notwithstanding the requirements of G.L. c. 111, §31, no such Board of Health
regulations shall be adopted or amended until such time as the Board of Health shall
hold a public hearing thereon, notice of the time, place and subject matter of which,
sufficient for identification, shall be given by publishing in a newspaper of general
circulation in the Town once in each of two successive weeks, the first publication to be
not less than fourteen days prior to the date set for such hearing. No such amendment
shall be effective unless the proposed amendment has been reviewed and commented
upon by soil and turf scientists and educators and it is passed by a four-fifths vote of the
Board of Health.

Section 4. Effective Date
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This act shall take effect upon passage.
