


MEETING OF THE COUNCIL FOR HUMAN SERVICES
MINUTES – JULY 16, 2020

The meeting to order at 4:06 pm

Staff Present: Taylor Hilst, Ann Medina
A quorum was established.
This meeting is being held remotely via ZOOM because of COVID-19 and the suspension of all public gatherings. All members of the public are encouraged to watch the video conference.
Taylor stated that the meeting was being recorded and will be put on the town’s you-tube channel.
The purpose of this meeting is to elect a chair and vice-chair, two Contract Review Committee (CRC) members and set a schedule for meetings. The chair will set the agenda and cannot make a motion. The CRC is a committee that reviews local health and human service funding requests and makes recommendations regarding appropriations to the Finance Committee and the Select Board.  CRC starts meeting in October through January and then quarterly after that. It is a time commitment and members must fill out a conflict of interest form if they have an association with any of the agencies that apply for funds and if you are employed by any of the agencies that apply, you would have to recuse yourself from voting.
Taylor will run the meeting until the chair is elected and then the chair will take over the meeting. Taylor did a roll call and made sure that everyone could hear her. Each vote taken at a meeting will be by roll call. Brooke asked Daryl if she would be interested in becoming the chair, Daryl is not interested, Brooke stated that she would be interested in becoming chair, Athalyn seconded motion, a roll call was taken, and all voted yes. Vice chair, Daryl was asked again if she would like to be vice chair and she declined stating she had other commitments. Brooke asked Athalyn if she would be interested, Taylor said she would help however she could. Joseline nominated Athalyn to be vice chair, a roll call was taken, and all voted yes. Next appointment is for two CRC representatives, is anyone interested. Brooke asked if the nominations had to be made today and maybe it could be voted on two meetings out, could ask a member of CRC to come to a CHS meeting to talk about the committee and the process.
Meeting schedule going forward, how many can meet at this time of day? Most members are busy at 4:00, what about Friday at 7:00, that would be hard if someone has plans to go away. Monday at 7:00 is good, so meetings will be the first Monday of the month at 7:00pm. Brooke will create an agenda and the agenda will be sent out prior to the meeting. Brooke, Athalyn and Taylor will get together regarding agenda. Do not email each other or be in a group of more than two members and talk about committee business, as this would be a violation of the open meeting law. A motion to adjourn was made and roll call done, all members voted yes. The meeting adjourned at 4:40 the next meeting is Monday August 3, 2020 at 7:00pm.
