GENERAL INFORMATION AND SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS.

1. [bookmark: OLE_LINK16][bookmark: OLE_LINK17][bookmark: _Hlk143763349]Request for Proposals can be obtained online at www.nantucket-ma.gov/bids.aspx by 5:00 p.m. on Monday, August 28, 2023 and proposals will be accepted at the Human Services Office, 131 Pleasant Street, Nantucket MA 02554 until Wednesday, September 20, 2023 by 4:00 p.m.. 

2. Proposals will not be opened publicly for this Request for Proposal which is made in accordance with MGL c30B §6. A listing of all proposals submitted will be posted on the town’s website. 

3. Proposals must be submitted in an envelope that is sealed and clearly marked:

Proposal for FY24 CRC Grant 

Two (2) copies of the proposal and one (1) electronic copy (thumb drive) of the proposal are required.  

4. Award date.  Award(s) will be made within twenty (20) days after proposal opening unless otherwise stated in the specifications or the time for award is extended by mutual consent of all parties. All submittals shall be valid for a minimum period of forty-five (45) calendar days following the date established for acceptance.

5. If any changes are made to this RFP, an addendum will be issued.  Addenda will be emailed or faxed to all companies and individuals on record as having requested the RFP.

Questions may be mailed or emailed to jmele@nantucket-ma.gov.  Written responses will be sent to all parties who have registered on the Town of Nantucket procurement page.

7. Responses may be modified, corrected or withdrawn only by written notice received by the Procurement office prior to the time and date set for the response opening.  Modifications must be submitted in a sealed envelope clearly labeled “Modification No. ___” and must reference the original RFP response.  

8. Negligence on the part of the responder in preparing the proposal confers no rights for the withdrawal of the proposal after it has been opened.

9. The Town of Nantucket reserves the right to reject all responses and to waive any minor informality in responses received whenever such rejection or waiver is in its best interest.

10. The Town of Nantucket reserves the right to cancel the Request for Proposals whether prior to the response opening date, during the evaluation period, or after choosing the Successful Proposer, until a Grant agreement between the Town of Nantucket and the Successful Proposer(s) has been signed by all parties and delivered.

11. The Town of Nantucket will not be responsible for any expenses incurred in preparing and submitting responses.  All submittals shall become the property of the Town of Nantucket. All documents submitted with responses shall become the property of the Town of Nantucket. Unless specifically exempt under the Massachusetts public records law, the Town of Nantucket has the right to disclose information contained in proposals after the awards are made.

12. Proposals received prior to the date of opening will be securely kept unopened.  No responsibility will attach to an officer or person for the premature opening of a proposal not properly addressed and identified.

13. Any submittals received after the advertised date and time for opening will be returned to the responder unopened.

14. The Tax Compliance Certification and the Certificate of Non-Collusion must be included with the response.  These forms must be signed by the authorized individual(s).

15. Unexpected closures.  If, at the time of the scheduled response opening, the Human Services Office, at 131 Pleasant Street, Nantucket MA 02554 is closed due to uncontrolled events such as fire, snow, ice, wind or building evacuation, the response opening will be postponed until 4:00 pm on the next normal business day.  Submittals will be accepted until that postponed date and time.

16. Responders should be aware that many overnight mailing services do not guarantee service to Nantucket.

17. Responses to the RFP must be prepared according to the guidelines set forth herein. Selection of the successful responder will be based upon an evaluation and analysis of the information and materials required under the RFP.

DESCRIPTION

[bookmark: OLE_LINK10][bookmark: OLE_LINK11][bookmark: OLE_LINK19][bookmark: OLE_LINK20]The Town of Nantucket through its Contract Review Committee is seeking proposals from parties interested in delivering youth-facing services to the residents of Nantucket. These proposals may include any services delivered to Island youth (defined as ages 0-25) that serves Behavioral Health interests, defined broadly to include health and wellness programs, mental health support, education and outreach serving youth issues, support to parents and caregivers, holistic approaches to youth wellness, educational support services, or other non specified youth related services, licensure or infrastructure. 

PROPOSAL EVALUATION PROCEDURE

The Contract Review Committee (CRC) or its designee will evaluate all proposals according to the minimum requirements contained above.  Submittals failing to comply with one or more of the minimum requirements stated above shall be disqualified from further consideration. The CRC and/or its designee shall review the proposals and select the most advantageous proposal based on proposal ratings and the proposal prices. The Town of Nantucket is seeking the most favorable proposal and the Town of Nantucket reserves the right to reject all proposals.

The proposals that comply with the minimum requirements will be further evaluated based on the comparative criteria detailed below. Each proposal will be assigned a rating for comparative criterion and a composite rating. 

A short list of finalists will be identified from the evaluation of comparative criteria. The CRC will rank these finalists.  The finalist will be selected and notified in writing. The Town of Nantucket will enter into grant agreements with the most responsive and responsible proposer(s) that provides the most advantageous proposal overall.  The Contract Review Committee reserves the right to make award recommendation(s) to one or more of the proposals as it deems fit. The Town of Nantucket reserves to reject all proposals if it is deemed to be in the best interest of the town.
